One machine gun is said to have equaled 80 rifles.


Soldiers referred to the Vickers Mark I machine gun as “the coffee grinder” because it ground to pieces waves of attacking troops.  It could fire 5550 rounds per minute.








The first tanks to be used in battle were slow and often broke down, but this changed by the end of the war.





At the start of the war, France had less than 140 aircraft, but by 1918, they had produced over 68,000 aricraft (although 52,000 were lost in battle).





Gas was an effective weapon because it could kill large numbers quickly.  Because the gas was denser that air, it flowed down into the trenches and shell holes.


The men would need to leave the trenches to avoid it, and would be easy targets for machine gun fire.


Gas was sometimes unreliable as a weapon, because it could blow back on the army that released it.
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
